Genesis 12:1-7

Genesis 12:1-7 (NIV) 
1 The LORD had said to Abram, "Leave your country, your people and your father's household and go to the land I will show you. 2 "I will make you into a great nation and I will bless you; I will make your name great, and you will be a blessing. 3 I will bless those who bless you, and whoever curses you I will curse; and all peoples on earth will be blessed through you." 4 So Abram left, as the LORD had told him; and Lot went with him. Abram was seventy-five years old when he set out from Haran. 5 He took his wife Sarai, his nephew Lot, all the possessions they had accumulated and the people they had acquired in Haran, and they set out for the land of Canaan, and they arrived there. 
6 Abram traveled through the land as far as the site of the great tree of Moreh at Shechem. At that time the Canaanites were in the land. 7 The LORD appeared to Abram and said, "To your offspring I will give this land." So he built an altar there to the LORD, who had appeared to him.

3. Why do you think God asked Abraham to leave his family and country to follow the Lord?

4. What objections do you think Abraham may have offered to God?

5.   How do you think Abraham felt with God giving him a lack of a clear place? Notice God says “go to the land I will show you.”   Why does God not give us the full plan when God wants us to take action in our lives?

6. What was God’s real intention for Abraham?  What do you think is God’s real intention for our individual lives and our life as a congregation?

7.  What fears did Abraham have to overcome to be obedient to God?  What fears do you have in seeking to be faithful in serving God?

8. Who do you think Abraham had the most difficult time trying to convince that it was actually God’s will for him to leave his very comfortable surroundings?

9. What are the reasons that Abraham is willing to face the risks that are before him?

10.   What are the risks that we would be taking  if we chose to leave the denomination?  What are the risks we are taking if we choose to remain?

11.   What are the risks we are taking if God is telling us to go?

12.  Is Abraham going to see everything that God promised Him in verses two and three?
